Grant Closeout Process for Federally Sponsored Awards

It has recently come to attention of the Department of Research
Financial Services that not all of the required steps necessary to
effectively closeout a grant or cooperative agreement are consistently
followed. Although the closeout process varies depending on the
federal agency from which funding has been awarded, the Office of
Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-110 has established
guidelines that are generally applicable. Closeout requirements typically
include the submission of the following reports within 90 days after the
end of the funding period:

o Final Financial Status Report

e Final Performance Report
e Invention Report
e Property and/or Equipment Report

Prior to initiating the closeout process, please refer to the Notice of
Grant Award (NOGA) for your specific funding agency for guidance in
effectively closing out your sponsored award. [f additional clarification is
required, please contact the Department of Research Financial Services
for assistance.
