Dr. Price currently 
serves on the board of directors of the longevity project in Accra, Ghana. He is also working with the 
University of Liberia to manage the aids it receives and help develop measures to implement the poverty 
reduction strategy the President of the Republic of Liberia has authored.   

Currently, Dr. Price is working on a joint research project, the objective of which is to develop an effective 
government interoperability framework system in India, South Africa and Brazil.
